School Trips

As you know the children are off on a school trip next week:-

Wednesday 27 August P2 are going to Calderglen Park
Thursday 28 August P1 are going to Drumpellier Park

• P2-7 should bring a packed lunch on the day of their trip.  Children in 
receipt of free meals will receive a school packed lunch. As P1 will be 
returning for lunchtime they will only require to bring a snack eg crisps and 
a drink. Try to put lunches and snacks into a disposable bag rather than a 
lunch box.

• All trips will leave school just after 9am and return for 3pm except P1 who 
will return for 12.15pm.

• Children can bring with them a small amount of pocket money.
• School uniform does not need to be worn on the day of the trips but please 

remember it may be cold or wet!
• Please send £3 per child into school before the trip.

School Photographs
Over the next few days Mr Naismith will be taking individual and class 
photographs for our display at the front of the school.  Please let me 
know if you have any objection to your child’s picture being taken.  
Included on forms which I will send home for completion next week, will 
be a consent for children’s photographs and /or school work to be posted

Forms
Early next week you will receive 
forms home to be signed and returned 
to school. Please do this promptly as it 
holds up the input of data if some 
children's information is missing  
Could I also ask parents to remember 
to inform the school if they change 
their phone number or if the 
emergency contact changes their 
phone number over 
the school session.

Dogs in Playground
Could I ask parents not to bring dogs - large or small - into the 
playground. Not all children are fond of dogs.  Please wait at the gates 

with dogs. 



Unwelcome Visitors!
Can I respectfully remind parents of the need to check for head lice regularly. 
Please check your child’s hair when wet using a fine toothed combed.  If any lice 
are found then please treat immediately.  Check the whole family - adults can 
have head lice as well!  After treatment the hair must be regularly checked to 
ensure all lice have been ‘caught’.  It is not enough to just apply 
treatment - after treatment, heads should be checked every four
days for at least a fortnight.  Regular checking should then be 
done every week.  From hatching lice take two weeks before they
can lay their own eggs, which in turn take two weeks from 
hatching to lay.  Leaving hair unattended for longer than two 
weeks allows lice to multiply.
If anyone would like further information please speak to me.

School Uniform
There are still a number of uniform orders to be picked up.  If you have 
not already done so please collect your order as soon as possible. Payment 
to the supplier requires to be made with 4 weeks of delivery which is the 
end of August.
A reminder also that Sandaig colours are royal blue 
and yellow or navy blue and pale blue shirts.

Tools For School
We would like your help in encouraging children to bring a pencil and rubber 
with them to school each day. Teachers will be encouraging this in class and a 
reminder from you at home will be helpful.
